Support Staff

At Tannery Drift School we are fortunate in having
very experienced and committed support staff
across the school. In years 2, 3 and 4, we are
adopting an enhanced approach to classroom
support by enabling our teaching assistants to
share their expertise across classes. By doing so,
we can respond more effectively to the needs of
our pupils, ensuring that those requiring different
or additional assistance receive timely and

appropriate support.

Support for some children is in the form of
interventions. These are small break-out groups,
led by a staff member, which enable children to
receive more tailored support for their individual
learning needs for a specific period of time. As
always, if you have any questions about your
child’s learning or experience in school, please

speak to the class teacher.

In Nursery, Reception, Year 1 & Year 2 classes,
children are provided with a healthy mid-morning
snack.
